Spay/Neuter

• 5-Year initiatives; geographic concentration/high impact:

– $13.8M in Los Angeles over 5 years to build 8 high-volume 
spay/neuter clinics = 600K+ incremental surgeries

– $5.5M in Texas to increase spay/neuter in Dallas, Houston 
and San Antonio = 800K incremental surgeries.

• Humane Alliance Partnership:

– Mentored for growth over past 4 years

– Current mentoring grant to open new clinics nationally – 30 
currently in the pipeline.

– $1M grant for building of National Training Center
